Graduate Course

This year, both of the required graduate courses for adult
education administrators will be offered at the ACE conference.
The two graduate courses offered will be a blended method
of face to face class time meetings at the ACE conference,
followed by on-line distance learning instruction. A minimum
number of students must register for the courses to be offered
at the AGE conference.

The courses offered will be:

1. ADE 5182 — “Planning and Development of Adult Education
Programs.” Thisis a three credit hour graduate course in Adult
Education. The course emphasizes curriculum development
and program structuring for adult education administrators and
facilitators. Using a blended format, half of the course will be
completed at the conference and the remaining sessions will
be conducted online.

2. “ADE 6265 — Organization and Administration in Adult and
Community Education.” This is a three credit hour graduate level
course designed for administrators or future administrators. It
addresses the principles and processes essential for effective
management and will explore the interpersonal and interpersonal
experiences and processes necessary for leadership. The

course is designed to help practitioners recognize and develop
skills for: leadership, administration, program content and
scheduling, marketing, public relations, program evaluation
and budgeting and finance.

To be able to offer these graduate courses at the ACE
conference, each class must have at least 12 participants.
If that number is not met, the graduate course(s) maybe
cancelled. Students will register and pay the graduate course
registration fee directly to the sponsoring university. Graduate
course students must also register and pay for the conference
directly with ACE of Florida. Information about the graduate
course, how to register, the cost, and the professors will be
on the ACE website soon.
